Attach your assessment instrument and/or list questions used if a summative assessment.  


Learning Goal:  Why is this lesson important?  Provides overall purpose and reason for the learning- NOT the activity. Why in “real life” would students need to know this information?

Materials 

List all the materials you will use in each activity. Be sure to include copies of the materials you will use (worksheets, word lists, game directions, etc.) and describe materials that cannot be included with the lesson plan (like book titles, etc.) If it will help you, include where you obtained the materials so you can locate the same materials later.

Introduction (time estimate)

How you will “hook” the learner? How will you activate students’ prior knowledge?

How will you grab the attention of the learners? Should only last about 2-3 minutes.

Procedure (time estimate)

This is the “meat” of the plan. Should match objectives. 

Include enough detail so that anyone who is well-educated could follow your plan. 

Include enough activities to adequately address your objectives. 

Remember to be very specific in this section, particularly with transitions.  

Make connections clear to students. How does all the information fit together and fit with your unit?

Get whatever is in your head on paper! Make sure the CONTENT is EVIDENT!!

Closure (time estimate)

You should summarize the lesson and if appropriate, provide a transition to the next lesson. 

How will you wrap up for the day and provide that one last opportunity for students to process the day’s lesson? Closure should take about 5 minutes or less.

Accommodations
Embed your modifications within the procedure part of the lesson  where you will need to change the materials, procedures, or assessment to make sure you address all of the needs in your classroom.  EVERY class has learners of differing abilities so mention how you will address those here.   
Analysis of Student Mastery of Objectives  (reflect upon this piece after the lesson is taught)
How did you know if lesson objectives were attained and by whom?   Base your analysis on specific student data. Address which objectives were met and to what extent.  Also address those objectives not met and how this will inform your instruction.  Note content that should be retaught and to whom.         

Reflections (to be filled in after the lesson is taught)
Discuss what you learned from teaching the lesson. What went well (or not)? What unexpected things happened, and how did you handle them? Did the students get out of the lesson what you wanted them to?  What would you change to increase student learning, especially in lower performing students? 
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
